The Chairman has copies of the presentations if any councillor wishes to borrow them.  The Chairman briefly explained the difference between a Neighbourhood Plan and a Community Led Plan.  It was suggested that the clerk contact Anton Nath from the ORCC with a view to come and talk to the councillors to give them more information and suggestions for a possible village questionnaire. It was also suggested that a representative from Sparsholt PC might like to come and give their thoughts as they are doing a Parish Plan.  If enough interest then a more formal presentation could possibly be given at the AGM.

	Community Police Report:  Presented by PCSO Alex Van Den Steen who reported that there had been no reported crime in Childrey over the last month.  Alex is awaiting the use of the speed trap and hopes to be able to run it in Childrey in the next two weeks.  Concern was also expressed about the speeding in West Street at school time and Alex will make herself visible on a couple of occasions in the hope of deterring some of the offenders.  The Parish Council was also recommended to advise people to watch their outbuildings and keep them securely locked, particularly those with bicycles in them.

	Finance:

Financial Report:  The RFO read out the Financial Reports for October 2011.  Cllr Collier raised the question of the cost of the toner/newsletter printing.  The printing costs are to be investigated and various suggestions were made as an alternative to printing in house. It was also suggested that some people might like their newsletter emailed. Further investigation to take place. Sparsholt’s annual contribution to be re-assessed.  There being no further questions, the Chairman proposed signing off the Financial Report.  This was seconded by Cllr Collier.
Questions for 2012/2013 Budget: - The Councillors looked at items for next year’s budget questions and were in agreement.  The RFO to present the budget for final agreement at the meeting on the 9th January and the precept to be immediately applied for the next day, this is due to the South and Vale District Councils changing the date at short notice. Note for next year to review budget a month earlier.
Donations:  The Parish Council has received requests from the Independent Advice Centre in Wantage and the CAB in Abingdon.  After discussion, the Chairman proposed donating £50 to each and this was seconded by Cllr Froud.
SLCC subscription is due at a cost of £97.  The Chairman proposed renewal and this was seconded by Cllr Collier. This expenditure was approved under S.137.
